TENANT or OCCUPANT. As applied to premises, includes any person holding a written or oral
lease, or who actually occupies the whole or any part of such premises, alone or with others.

VACANCY IN OFFICE. Suchasexistswhen thereisan unexpired part of aterm of officewithout a
lawful incumbent therein, or when the person el ected or appointed to an officefailsto qualify according to
law, or when there has been no election tofill the office at the time appointed by law; it applieswhether the
vacancy isoccasioned by death, resignation, removal from the state, county, city, or district, or otherwise.

VIOLATE. Includesfailureto comply with. (KRS 446.010(47))

YEAR. Calendar year. (KRS 446.010(49))
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' 10.03 RULES OF CONSTRUCTION.

(A) Sngular includesplural. A wordimporting the singular number only may extend and be applied
to several personsor things, aswell asto one person or thing, and aword importing the plural number only
may extend and be applied to one person or thing aswell asto several personsor things. (KRS 446.020(1))

(A) In computing any period of time prescribed or allowed by order of court, or by any applicable
ordinance or regulation, the day of the act, event, or default after which the designated period of timebegins
to run is not to be included. The last day of the period so computed is to be included, unless it is a
Saturday, a Sunday, alegal holiday, or aday on which the public office in which adocument isrequired to
befiledisactually and legally closed, in which event the period runs until the end of the next day whichis
not one of the daysjust mentioned. When the period of time prescribed or alowed islessthan seven days,
intermediate Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays shall be excluded in the computation.

(B) When an ordinance, regulation, or order of court requires an act to be done either a certain time
before an event or a certain time before the day on which an event occurs, the day of the event shall be
excluded in computing thetime. If the day thereby computed on which or by whichtheact isrequired to be
done falls on a Saturday, Sunday, legal holiday, or a day on which the public office in which the act is
required to be completed is actually and legally closed, the act may be done on the next day which is none
of the days just mentioned.

(C) If any proceeding isdirected by law to take place, or any act isdirected to be done, on aparticul ar
day of amonth and that day is Sunday, the proceeding shall take place, or the act shall be done, on the next
day that is not alegal holiday.

(D) Inall caseswherethelaw requires any act to be done in areasonabl e time or reasonabl e noticeto

be given, such reasonable time or notice shall mean the time only as may be necessary for the prompt
performance of such duty or compliance with such notice.
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' 10.05 MAJORITY MAY ACT FOR ALL; AUTHORIZED AGENT.

(A) Words giving authority to three or more public officers or other persons shall be construed as
giving such authority to a mgjority of such officers or other persons. (KRS 446.050)

(B) When the law requires an act to be done which may by law aswell be done by an agent as by the
principal, such requirement shall be construed to include such acts when done by an authorized agent.

' 10.06 WRITINGS AND SIGNATURES.

(A) When this code requires any writing to be signed by a party thereto, it shall not be deemed to be
signed unless the signature is subscribed at the end or close of the writing.

(B) Every writing contemplated by this code shall be in the English language.

' 10.07 SEVERABILITY.

It shall be considered that it is the intent of Council in enacting any ordinance, that if any part of the
ordinance be held unconstitutional the remaining parts shall remain in force, unlessthe ordinance provides
otherwise, or unless the remaining parts are so essentially and inseparably connected with and dependent
upon the unconstitutional part that it is apparent that Council would not have enacted the remaining parts
without the unconstitutional part, or unless the remaining parts, standing aone, are incomplete and
incapable of being executed in accordance with the intent of Council.

' 10.08 REVIVOR.

(A) A repealed ordinance without adelayed effective dateisrevived when the ordinancethat repeal ed
it isrepealed by another ordinance enacted at the same meeting of Council.

(B) A repealed ordinancewith adelayed effective dateisrevived by the enactment of arepealer of the
ordinance that repealed it at the same or any subsequent meeting of Council aslong asit takes effect prior
to the effective date of the original repealer.

(C) An amended ordinance without a delayed effective date remains unchanged with respect to an
amendment which is repealed at the same meeting of Council which enacted the amendment.

(D) An amended ordinance with a delayed effective date remains unchanged with respect to that
amendment if the ordinance making the amendment is repealed at the same or at a subsequent meeting of
Council aslong asthe repealing ordinance takes effect prior to the effective date of the original anendment.
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(E) Noother action of Council repealing arepealer or an amendment shall have the effect of reviving
the original language of the repealer or amendment as the case may be.

' 10.09 RIGHTSAND LIABILITIESACCRUING BEFORE REPEAL OF ORDINANCE.

No new ordinance shall be construed to repeal aformer ordinance asto any offense committed against
a former ordinance, nor as to any act done, or penalty, forfeiture, or punishment incurred, or any right
accrued or claim arising under the former ordinance, or in any way whatever to affect any such offense or
act so committed or done, or any penalty, forfeiture, or punishment so incurred, or any right accrued or
clam arising before the new ordinance takes effect, except that the proceedings thereafter had shall
conform, so far as practicable, to the laws in force at the time of such proceedings. If any penalty,
forfeiture, or punishment is mitigated by any provision of the new ordinance, such provision may, by the
consent of the party affected, be applied to any judgment pronounced after the new ordinance takes effect.

' 10.10 CONSTRUCTION OF SECTION REFERENCES.

(A) Wherever inapenalty section referenceis madeto aviolation of asection or aninclusive group of
sections, such reference shall be construed to mean aviolation of any provision of the section or sections
included in the reference.

(B) Referencesinthe codeto action taken or authorized under designated sections of the codeinclude,
in every case, action taken or authorized under the applicablelegidlative provision which is superseded by
this code.

(C) Whenever in one section reference is made to another section hereof, the reference shall extend
and apply to the section referred to as subsequently amended, revised, recodified, or renumbered, unlessthe
subject matter be changed or materially altered by the amendment or revision.

' 10.11 ORDINANCESREPEALED.
This code, from and after its effective date, shall contain al of the provisions of a general nature

pertaining to the subjects herein enumerated and embraced. All prior ordinances pertaining to the subjects
treated by this code shall be deemed repealed from and after the effective date of this code of ordinances.
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' 10.12 ORDINANCES UNAFFECTED.

All ordinances of atemporary or specia nature and al other ordinances pertaining to subjects not
enumerated and embraced in this code of ordinances, shall remain in full force and effect unless herein
repealed expressly or by necessary implication.

' 10.13 ORDINANCES SAVED.

Whenever an ordinance by its nature either authorizes or enablesthe Council, or acertain city officer
or employee, to make additional ordinances or regulationsfor the purpose of carrying out the intent of the
ordinance, all ordinances and regulations of a similar nature serving such purpose effected prior to the
codification and not inconsistent thereto, shall remain in effect and are saved.

' 10.14 AMENDMENTSTO CODE; AMENDATORY LANGUAGE.

(A) Any chapter, section, or division amended or added to this code by ordinances passed subsequent
to this code may be numbered in accordance with the numbering system of this code and printed for
inclusion herein. Any chapter, section, or division repealed by subsequent ordinances may be excluded
from this code by omission from reprinted pages. Subsequent ordinances as printed or omitted shall be
prima facie evidence of such subsequent ordinances until Council shall adopt a new code of ordinances.

(B) Themethod of amendment set forthin' 32.37 should be used by the city to amend, add, or reped
a chapter, section, or division of this code of ordinances.

' 10.15 CONFLICTING PROVISIONS.

If the provisions of different codes, chapters, or sections of the codified ordinances conflict with or
contravene each other, the provisions bearing the latest passage date shall prevail. If the conflicting
provisions bear the same passage date, the conflict shall be so construed as to be consistent with the
meaning or legal effect of the questions of the subject matter taken as awhole.

' 10.16 REFERENCE TO OFFICES.

Reference to a public office or officer shall be deemed to apply to any office, officer, or employee of
the city exercising the powers, duties, or functions contemplated in the provision, irrespective of any
transfer of functions or change in the officia title of the functionary.
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' 10.17 ERRORSAND OMISSIONS.

If amanifest error be discovered consisting of the misspelling of any word or words, the omission of
any word or words necessary to express theintention of the provisions affected, the use of aword or words
to which no meaning can be attached, or the use of a word or words when another word or words was
clearly intended to express the intention, the spelling shall be corrected, and the word or words supplied,
omitted, or substituted aswill conform with the manifest intention, and the provision shall have the same
effect asthough the correct wordswere contained in thetext asoriginally published. No alteration shall be
made or permitted if any question exists regarding the nature or extent of such error.

' 10.18 HISTORICAL AND STATUTORY REFERENCES.

(A) Ashistoriesfor the code sections, the specific number and passage date of the original ordinance,
and the most recent three amending ordinances, if any, are listed following the text of the code section.
Example: (Ord. 10, passed 5-13-60; Am. Ord. 15, passed 1-1-70; Am. Ord. 20, passed 1-1-80; Am. Ord.
25, passed 1-1-85)

(B) (1) If astatutory citeisincluded in the history, this indicates that the text of the section reads
substantially the same as the statute.

' 10.99 GENERAL PENALTY.

Where an act or omission isprohibited or declared unlawful in this code of ordinances, and no penalty
isotherwise provided, the offense shall be deemed aviolation and the offender shall be fined not morethan
$250 for each offense.
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
