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GENERAL PROVISIONS

' 70.01 DEFINITIONS.

For the purpose of this title the following definits shall apply unless the context clearly indgisat
or requires a different meaning.

AUTHORIZED EMERGENCY VEHICLES. Vehicles of the Fire Department or Police
Department, vehicles of the Commonwealth Attorsegffice when on official business, and ambulances
on an authorized emergency run.

BOULEVARD. Any legally designated street at which crossfitrag required to stop before
entering or crossing such boulevard.

That portion of the roadway included within th@ession of the sidewalk across
any intersection, and such other portions of trelway between two intersections, as may be legally
designated as crossing places and marked by stes¢imaint lines, or otherwise.

CURB. The boundary of that portion of the street used€hicles whether marked by curbstones or
not.

INTERSECTION. That part of the public way embraced within thieeasions of the street lines of
two or more streets which join at an angle whetinarot one such street crosses the other.

OFFICIAL TRAFFIC-CONTROL DEVICES. All signs, signals, warnings, directions, marlksing
and devices placed or erected or maintained byatilof the Chief of Police.

ONE-WAY STREET. A street on which vehicles are permitted to miovene direction only.

OPERATOR. Every person who is in actual physical contrahefguidance, starting, and stopping
of a vehicle.

PARK. When applied to vehicles, to leave a vehicleditag) whether occupied or not, for a period
of time longer than is necessary to receive ordigge passengers or property.

PEDESTRIAN. Any person afoot.

PLAY STREET. Any street or portion thereof so designated byChief of Police and reserved as a
play area for children, from which all traffic istved, except vehicles to and from abutting propert

POLICE DEPARTMENT. The Police Department or other persons or agauttyrized to perform
the duties of 70.03 or any other acts necessary to implemeneafaice this traffic code.

PUBLIC WAY. The entire width between property lines of eweay, dedicated passway, or street
set aside for public travel, except bridle pathd farot paths.

REVERSE TURN. To turn a vehicle on any street in such a maaséo proceed in the opposite
direction.

RIGHT-OF-WAY. The privilege of the immediate and preferents® of the street.
ROADWAY. That portion of any street, improved, designatedydinarily used for vehicular travel.

SIDEWALK. That portion of the street between the curb hagtoperty line intended for the use of
pedestrians.
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STOPPING. As applied to vehicles, to stop a vehicle lortgan is actually necessary to receive or
discharge passengers.

STREET. Every public way, including alleys.

TRAFFIC. Pedestrians, ridden or herded animals, vehiddases, and other conveyances,
individually or collectively, while using any stitgfer the purpose of travel.

VEHICLE. Every device in, on, or by which any person aperty is or may be transported or
drawn on any street except devices moved by humarnor used exclusively on stationary rails arksa

' 70.02 REQUIRED OBEDIENCE TO TRAFFIC DIRECTIONS.

(A) It shall be unlawful for any person to fail @fuse to comply with any lawful order, signal, or
direction given by a uniformed police officer, a fail or refuse to comply with any of the traffic
regulations of this traffic code.

(B) The provisions of this traffic code shall appiythe driver of any vehicle owned or used in the
service of the United States government, this statenty, or city, and it shall be unlawful for asiych
driver to violate any of the provisions of thisfti@code, except as otherwise permitted in thaffic code
or by state statute.

(C) Every person propelling any pushcart or ricdirigcycle or an animal on any roadway, and every
person driving any animal on any roadway, and egergon driving any animal-drawn vehicle shall be
subject to the provisions of this traffic code agggble to the driver of any vehicle, except those/sions
of this traffic code which by their very nature daawve no application.

' 70.03 POWERSAND DUTIES OF POLICE DEPARTMENT.

It shall be the duty of the Police Department tecliall traffic in conformance with this traffiode
and to enforce the traffic regulations as set forthis traffic code, to make arrest for traffiokations, to
investigate accidents, and to cooperate with atfferers of the city in the administration of thraffic
laws, and in developing ways and means to impn@féd conditions.

' 70.04 AUTHORITY FOR ENFORCEMENT.

Authority to direct and enforce all traffic regutats of this city in accordance with the provisiofs
this traffic code and to make arrests for traffiations is given to the Police Department, axdegt in
case of emergency, it shall be unlawful for anyeotberson to direct or attempt to direct trafficvioyce,
hand, whistle, or any other signal.

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' 70.05 TEMPORARY REGULATIONS.

When required for the convenience and safety obtidic and to alleviate unusual traffic problems,
the Chief of Police or other authorized city officshall, at his discretion, have authority to ires@auch
traffic regulations as he may deem necessary fopoeary periods not to exceed two weeks. If these
temporary regulations are necessary for a periogdothan two weeks, the City Clerk shall be nedifin
writing of the extended order.

TRAFFIC-CONTROL DEVICES

' 70.15 SIGNAL LEGENDS.

Whenever traffic is regulated or controlled exahasy by a traffic-control sign or signs exhibititige
wordsAGo,@ACaution@or AStop{@or exhibiting different colored lights for purpasef traffic control,
the following colors only shall be used, and thtesms and lights shall indicate and be obeyed|bsifs:

(A) Greenaloneor AGo.@ Vehicular traffic facing the signal may procegégight through or turn
right or left unless a sign at such place proh#iiser such turn. However, vehicular traffic $iyadld the
right-of-way to other vehicles and to pedestriavglilly within the intersection at the time suchrsl is
exhibited.

(B) Seady yellow alone or ACaution@when shown following the green or AGo@signal. Vehicular
traffic facing a steady yellow signal is therebyraed that the related green movement is being textead
or that a red indication will be exhibited immeeigtthereafter when vehicular traffic shall notesrthe
intersection. Vehicular traffic facing a steadjlg® signal may enter and clear the intersection.

(C) Redaloneor doublered or ASop.@ Vehicular traffic facing the signal shall stogdye entering
the nearest crosswalk at an intersection or atstigr point as may be indicated by a clearly \siine,
and shall remain standing until greerA@o@is shown alone.

(D) Flashing red alone. Vehicular traffic facing the signal shall stopfdre entering the nearest
crosswalk at an intersection or at such other @Emhay be indicated by a clearly visible line, simall not
again proceed until it can do so without danger.

(E) Flashing amber alone. Vehicular traffic facing the signal shall redutsspeed and proceed
cautiously across the intersection controlled lghssignal.
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(F) AYield Right-of-Way.@ Vehicular traffic facing thé&Yield Right-of-Way@sign shall bear the
primary responsibility of safely entering the primetersecting or merging right-of-way. All trafffacing
the sign shall yield the right-of-way to all vel@sland pedestrians within such primary interseaiing
merging right-of-way. No vehicle facing AYield Right-of-Way@sign shall enter the merging or
intersecting right-of-way at a speed in excessboimlles per hour, except that this speed limitlsnat
apply to vehicles entering an expressway.

(G) Lanelights. When lane lights are installed over any streettie purpose of controlling the
direction of flow of traffic, vehicular traffic sflamove only in traffic lanes over which green amo
appear. However, when flashing amber lights appbave a lane all left turns shall be made from tha
lane. Where red arrows appear above such lanes|egbhall not move against them. If flashing amb
lights show above a lane, that lane shall be usédfor passing and for left turns unless a sigeuath
place prohibits such turn.

' 70.16 ESTABLISHMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC-CONTROL DEVICES.

The city shall establish and maintain all offidiaffic-control devices necessary within the cigil
traffic-control devices, including signs, shalldraployed to indicate one particular warning or fagpn,
shall be uniform, and as far as possible shalllaeepl uniformly. All traffic-control devices andyas
shall conform to required state specifications.

' 70.17 OBEDIENCE TO SIGNALS.

(A) It shall be unlawful for the driver of any vele to disobey the signal of any official traffic-
control device placed in accordance with the piowss of this traffic code or of a traffic barrier sign
erected by any of the public departments or pultiiiities of the city, or any electric signal, gate
watchman at railroad crossings, unless otherwisedid by a police officer. However, the type amal t
right to or necessity for such barrier or sign mhestpproved by the city.

(B) Such sign, signal, marking, or barrier shalldnthe same authority as the personal directian of
police officer.

No person shall without authority attempt to ofdat alter, deface, injure, knock down, or remove
any official control device or any railroad signsignal, or any inscription, shield, or insigniatéon, or
any part thereof.

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' 70.19 UNAUTHORIZED SIGNALSOR MARKINGS.

(A) It shall be unlawful for any person to placeaintain, or display on or in view of any street any
unauthorized sign, signal, marking, or device wipadhports to be or is an imitation of or resemlalas
official traffic device or railroad sign or signahich attempts or purports to direct the movemétradfic,
or which conceals or hides from view or interfength the effectiveness of any official control dewior
any railroad sign or signal. No person shall placeaintain, nor shall any public authority peromtany
street, any traffic sign or signal any commerceextising. Nothing in this section shall be constl as
restricting any public department or public utilitthe city in any emergency or temporarily frorarking
or erecting any traffic barrier or sign whose phgchas been approved by the city.

(B) Every such prohibited sign, signal, or markimgeclared to be a public nuisance and the city is
empowered forthwith to remove it or cause it tadmoved.

' 70.21 TEMPORARY DISREGARD OF DEVICESBY POLICE OFFICERS.

In an emergency any police officer may at his @&ton disregard traffic-control lights or signals o
established regulations in order to facilitate tievement of traffic.

' 70.99 GENERAL PENALTY.

Any person who violates any provision of this t@ffode where no other penalty is specifically
provided shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and dillined not less than $20 nor more than $500.
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OPERATION GENERALLY

' 71.01 OBSTRUCTING TRAFFIC.

(A) It shall be unlawful to operate any vehicleparmit it to remain standing in any street in such
manner as to create an obstruction thereof.

(B) It shall be unlawful for the operator of anyhige to enter any intersection or crosswalk unless
there is sufficient space on the other side ofitersection or crosswalk to accommodate the vehicl
without obstructing the passage of other vehiclegealestrians, notwithstanding the indication of an
traffic-control signal which may be located at thiersection or crosswalk.

(C) Any intersection deemed by the city to be aa@al or critical importance to the movement of
traffic shall be marked in a distinctive manneorder to indicate its importance. Should the ojoeraf
any vehicle enter any intersection so marked wheretis insufficient room on the other side of the
intersection to accommodate the vehicle, the initinaof any traffic-control signal notwithstanding
shall be deemed to have violated this divisionaathan division (B) above.

The operator of any vehicle shall not turn suchiaclerso as to proceed in the opposite direction
unless such movement can be made in safety withtartering with other traffic.

It shall be unlawful for the operator of any vekitb back the vehicle at any intersection for the
purpose of executing a turning movement.

' 71.04 VEHICLES CROSSING SIDEWALKS.

(A) It shall be unlawful for the operator of anynge to drive within any sidewalk space excepat at
permanent or temporary driveway or by special pefrom the Chief of Police or other authorized city
official.
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(B) It shall be unlawful for the operator of anyni@e to drive the vehicle out of any alley, drivasyuy
building, or lot and across a sidewalk, or its esten across the alley, unless the vehicle has ltreight
to a complete stop immediately prior to crossirggstldewalk or its extension. On entering the raadw
from the alley, driveway, or building the operagball yield the right-of-way to all vehicles appcbang on
the roadway. The operator of any vehicle intendongross a sidewalk and turn into an alley from th
roadway may do so at low speed and with caution.

' 71.05 SPEED LIMITS; UNSAFE SPEED.

(A) As used in this section the teMOTOR VEHI CLE means any vehicle powered in whole or in
part by a motor of any type, and includes all ttloee and four wheeled vehicles.

(B) No person shall operate a motor vehicle onsarget, highway or public thoroughfare in any
speed zone in excess of the maximum speed esedblishthat zone.

(C) No person shall at any time operate a motoriclkelon any street, highway or public
thoroughfare in the city at any unsafe speed, ¢lrengh such speed may be less than the maximum
established for that speed zone. As used hé&waisafe speg@means a speed which, due to unusual or
abnormal conditions which are or should be reaajigarent to the operator of the motor vehicle, and
which make the operation of a motor vehicle at spged reasonably likely to cause accident oryrgur
the subject motor vehicle or to other persons,alekior to other persons, vehicles or propertyhen t
immediate vicinity.

(D) Nothing contained herein shall prohibit theabdishment of temporary or emergency maximum
speed limits within any speed zone by the cityryr law enforcement agency. During the time that any
such temporary or emergency maximum speed limit Bban force, such temporary or emergency speed
limits shall be clearly posted and shall take pdecee over the maximum speed limits hereinabove
provided for. During the time that any such temppoa emergency maximum speed limit is in effect, n
person shall operate a motor vehicle on any stnegtyay or public thoroughfare within the areae®d
by the temporary or emergency speed limits at speeekcess of the temporary or emergency maximum
speed limits.

(E) School zones may be established within anyratheed zone established by this section or
Chapter 74, Schedule I. Maximum speed limits witghool zones shall be clearly posted within such
zones and shall take precedence over the regubdnmm speed limit for such zone. Maximum speed
limits within school zones may be temporary anfibice only during certain hours and/or certain days
any time the school zone speed limit is not incffde regular maximum speed limit establishedtfat
zone shall be effective.

(C) No operator of any vehicle, unless he is orc@ffbusiness, shall follow any emergency vehicle
being operated in conformity with the provisiongdofision (A) above closer than 500 feet, nor shall
drive into, park the vehicle into, or park the \aéiwithin the block where the vehicle has stopimed
answer to an emergency call or alarm, unless Hieasted otherwise by a police officer or firefight

(D) No vehicle, train, or other equipment shall dreven over any unprotected hose of a fire
department when the hose is laid down on any sipegate driveway, or track for use at any firarat
unless the fire department official in command emns that the hose be driven over.

(E) Upon approaching a stationary emergency vebigheiblic safety vehicle, when the emergency
vehicle or public safety vehicle is giving a sigbgldisplaying alternately flashing yellow, reddrand
white, red and blue or blue lights, a person winedran approaching vehicle shall, while proceediitiy
due caution:

(1) Yield the right-of-way by moving to a lane raaljacent to that of the authorized emergency
vehicle if:

(&) The person is driving on a highway having astéour lanes with not fewer than two
lanes proceeding in the same direction as the appnag vehicle; and

(b) ltis possible to make the lane change withrdgard to safety and traffic conditions; or

(2) Reduce the speed of the vehicle, maintainisgfa speed to road conditions, if changing
lanes would be impossible or unsafe.

(F) This section does not operate to relieve thisqrewho drives an emergency vehicle from the
duty to operate the vehicle with due regard fordafety of all persons using the highway.

' 71.40 DEFINITIONS.

Any parade, march, ceremony, show, exhibitiogepat, or procession of any kind, or
any similar display in or on any street, sidewalkik, or other public place in the city.

PARADE PERMIT. A permit required by this subchapter.

(13) Any additional information reasonably necegsara fair determination as to whether a
permit should issue.

(D) There shall be paid at the time of filing apbation for a parade permit a fee in an amount as
established by the City Council.

' 71.43 STANDARDS FOR ISSUANCE OF PERMIT.

(D) The concentration of persons, animals, andolesiat assembly points of the parade will not
unduly interfere with proper fire and police prdten of, or ambulance service to, areas contigtiotise
assembly areas;

(E) The conduct of the parade will not interfereghathe movement of fire fighting equipment en
route to a fire;

(F) The parade is scheduled to move from its pafintigin to its point of termination expeditiously
and without unreasonable delays en route.
